The Central Community College program provides the resources and skills for 
adults to reach their educational goals. The program provides the services of 
Adult Basic Education, ESL, and GED instruction.

FAN
coordinates cases for victims of abuse, sexual abuse, and domestic violence for both
children and adults.

Treats completely uninsured patients and has served over 1,500 individuals in the
Buffalo and Kearney counties.

Provides immunizations to children through the Vaccine for Children Program and
Vaccine for Adults Program. The program provides education on the vaccinations 
with access to interpreters.

Provides court appointed special advocates for children in foster care until they 
are moved into a safe and permanent home. CASA volunteers are trained and 
court appointed by a judge.

Provides free and confidential services to those affected by dating violence, domestic
violence, human trafficking, sexual assault, and stalking. They also provide a 24 hour
toll-free crisis hot line.
